Twitter Notes

Tweet:  A message that you can send out to people who are “following” you.  Tweets must be less than or equal to 140 characters.  Tweets can include links to other websites, articles, videos, photos, etc.

Following:  People that you receive tweets from.  To follow someone, enter their name in the search toolbar.  Click “follow” next to their name.  

Followers:  People that receive your tweets.  

# hashtag : Brings attention to a phrase or word and makes it easy to search and find.
	Example: #nhschoir   (no spaces)

Retweet: Sharing other people’s tweet with your followers.  There are 3 different ways you can retweet.
a. Retweet Button = Puts exactly the same tweet with other person’s avatar and name with a small reference to you.
b. RT: @nhschoir . . . . . 
c.  . . . . . (via @huffingtonpost)

Mention:  A way to cite a person’s twitter account within a tweet.  
Example: Don’t forget today is the @NHSChoir social.  See you there!

Reply:  A response to a tweet sent.  Replies are only seen between the two people publicly talking unless you are following both people.
	Example:  @NHSChoir  Is there a cost to attend the social this afternoon?

-Lists are created by you to organize the people you are following and read select group of tweets.  

-Tinyurl.com is a website that can decrease the number of characters in a web address.  This site is very helpful if when trying to tweet a link and a message together.
